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Random Thoughts by Bob Owens 
 
Gas Prices are finally coming down!  Last issue, I talked about how bad prices had gotten and the possibility that 
we might want to consider driving slower.  Well, gas prices are dropping like a rock and so “Is driving slower off the 
table?”. 
 
Maybe!  Maybe Not!  One thing is sure, this latest development knocks “supply and demand” off the radar when we 
try to explain why the prices are so high.  The prices have dropped by over 50% and some how I doubt the demand 
has dropped that much.  What has changed is the attitudes of the investor / speculators that deal in the commodity 
markets.  These people have the same problem that has infected the rest of the economy.  Someone said a 
discouraging word.   One thing is sure, the speculators and the markets will rebound and gas prices will rise again.  
Probably, we will be best served if we just try to adapt now.   
 
Does anyone else wonder why diesel is so much more that gasoline?    The yield from a barrel of oil (42 
gallons) is about 19 gallons of gasoline, about 7 gallons of diesel, and a host of other products.  Basically, all of the 
barrel is converted into something valuable.  This is based on our present refining techniques.  The US has long 
tried to get as much gasoline as possible due to our bias toward that product and use a refining method, Fluid 
Catalytic Cracking (FCC), that does just that.  Major refinery changes would be required to change these yields very 
much. 
 
Therein lies the problem.  This is where “Supply & Demand” applies.  Most of the rest of the world has embraced 
Diesel as the fuel of choice due to its better bang for the volume, (It enjoys a 15% better energy output advantage).  
Now, when the Chinese and other third world countries start to join in the highly developed life style that we, in the 
US, take as a “God Given” right, they want Diesel and the refineries of today can’t produce the stuff fast enough.  
Isn’t it nice that we have worked so hard to increase the standard of living in all of these countries and wind up 
lowering our own?  It makes an interesting study in sociology. 
 
There is another method of cracking oil into usable product called “Hydro Cracking”.  This is the method used by 
most of the European Refineries.  It produces much more Diesel and Jet fuel and less gasoline, but at a higher cost 
due to the extra high temperatures and pressures involved.  Don’t expect US refineries to change. 

Added to these factors, we have the EPA who decided we must make our diesel into Ultra Low Sulfur diesel (ULSD) at 15 
PPM sulfur.  Then several States decided that an additive to further reduce emissions had to be put in the ULSD.  There are 
those that claim the ULSD is much more costly to make than USD at 500 PPM.  However that is a crock.   The added cost is 
only about $.05  per gallon.  The problem is equipment needed to make this USLD is very expensive to build, and not enough 
capacity is available yet. Further complicating the situation is there are no other products with lower sulfur content made. Even 
unleaded gasoline may have 500 PPM of sulfur. A 0.5% contamination with 'jet fuel" -which has as much as 3,000 PPM will 
spoil a batch of ULSD, making it suitable only for home heating oil or off road diesel. Starting January, even off road diesel 
must meet much more stringent sulfur levels also. 

So the major increase in cost is for shipping ULSD because of the contamination issue. The vast majority of petroleum product 
is distributed from refineries to consumers through pipelines. These are “multi-product” pipelines, who try to schedule and 
sequence the various product 'batches' such that the inevitable mixing at the interfaces between batches can be utilized -say 
40% in the leading product, 60% in the following product. A product batch may be moved by pipeline and into and out of 
terminals as many a 10 times as it travels from say Houston to New York City. At each terminal, the interface for the ULSD 
must be totally downgraded. This means 10-20% of the initial batch may end up as fuel oil or jet fuel. 

Then there is the additive that won’t co-exist with other products and has caused ULSD to have to be trucked or have the 
additive added at the end usage point.
